After the rough winter we've just endured, many of us can see the need to have a few temperate zone
trees, hopefully survivors of the icy blasts. Figs are an outstanding candidate, but only if you can keep
them from being destroyed by nematodes, to which they are notoriously susceptible in our climate.

A while back, | saw a product, based on sesame oil that claimed to control nematodes. In a fifty pound
bag, it consisted of shredded newspaper infused with sesame oil, to be spread on the ground under
plants. The bag was about 95% shredded paper and 5% sesame oil, and sold for about fifty bucks. The
cheapskate in me rebelled at that, so | was off to the Internet. | found that for less than the price of a bag
of this stuff, |1 could buy a gallon of food grade sesame oil. | got this and mixed it with water and
detergent - 2 ounces per gallon of the oil, and a good squirt of detergent from the kitchen sink. |
drenched my fig trees with one to two gallons of this stuff, repeating every two or three weeks. Now the
trees are producing abundant lush spring growth, prettier than I've seen in the past.

So now, I've got enough sesame oil to make 64 gallons of this concoction. But meanwhile, food grade
sesame oil is nice to have in the kitchen. There are plenty of recipes on the Internet, it makes a great
salad dressing, and by the way, it has anti-cancer properties.
